There is a book in the Bible that is not often read as it does not tell 
a story, but could be one of the most helpful books to read about 
wisdom. It is the book of Proverbs, which is packed full of God’s 
wisdom, with short sayings which are easy to apply to our lives. The 
wisdom found in the book of Proverbs can help us to avoid trouble, 
honour God and live as Jesus would want us to.
