You may be aware that there has been a change to the age up to which Readers
may be licensed, from 70 to 75; all new Readers will therefore normally be
licensed up to that age. The purpose of this letter is to give effect to the
extension of your current licence up to the date of your 75% birthday; please keep

this letter together with your licence as evidence of authorisation.

If you move benefice, or if pastoral reorganisation brings a change to the
composition of the benefice in which you serve, then you will need a new licence.
